To help raise Scotland’s skills base and promote our economic competitiveness, Skills Development Scotland, Education Scotland, Scottish Funding Council and other relevant partners should work with employers colleges and schools to develop an action plan for improving maths skills for employment. This should include a focus on adult learners both as workers and parents. As well as those in work, the action plan should also consider support for those seeking work
